2.​ All entries MUST be in the NAME OF THE BONA-FIDE MAKER. If your quilt has been professionally quilted, please put the name of 

professional quilter in the quilt description in showorks. 
3.​ Items must not have been entered in previous years. 
4.​ Please cover any labels that may be on your quilts. 
5.​ All items must be prepared for hanging with at least a 4” sleeve. 
6.      Sewn securely from end to end. Judges may take off points if stitching shows in front of the quilt. 
7.     Note: Class entries (e.g. appliqué, hand quilting, etc.) must be at least 50% of technique used.
